1. Call to Order and Roll Call
Chair John Avalos called the meeting to order at 1:38 p.m.  On the call of the roll, Chair Avalos, Vice Chair Crews, and Commissioner Mar were noted present.  Commissioners London Breed and David Campos were noted not present.  There was a quorum.

Commissioners Breed and Campos Excused from Attendance
Commissioner Mar, seconded by Vice Chair Crews, moved to excuse Commissioners London Breed and David Campos from attending the July 24, 2015, LAFCo Regular Meeting.  The motion carried by the following vote:

2. Approval of LAFCo Minutes from the May 15, 2015, Regular Meeting (Action) 
Chairperson Avalos inquired whether any Commissioner had any corrections to the LAFCo Meeting Minutes of May 15, 2015.  There were no corrections.

3. Community Choice Aggregation (CCA) Activities Report 

A. Status update on CleanPowerSF Program and timeline for program launch
Michael Hyams, Interim CleanPowerSF Director (San Francisco Public Utilities Commission (SFPUC)), reported on the SFPUC’s latest activities on the CleanPowerSF Program, including legislative approvals by the San Francisco Board of Supervisors, Request for Proposals, Request for Offers, and recent public outreach during community events.  Director Hyams presented a Power Point presentation, entitled California Renewable Energy Market Overview, which addressed the types of products available from the market, where supplies come from, who the other market players are, and the size of contracts in terms of production and capacity.
B. Status update on proceedings at the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC)
Michael Hyams, Interim CleanPowerSF Director (SFPUC), provided an update on the CPUC’s current activities.  CPUC issued a decision on rates that sets forth changes that will be implemented over the next several years, including compression of PG&E’s rate structure from four to two.  Director Hyams presented additional information on recent decisions and answered questions raised throughout the discussion.
C. Status update on State legislation

Jason Fried, Executive Officer (LAFCo), reported that Assembly Member Phil Ting introduced AB 1110, which is a bill that addresses greenhouse gasses.  He made a recommendation to support the concerns that other California CCAs have already expressed through correspondence addressed to the Senate Energy, Utilities, and Communication Committee (included in the packet materials).  Officer Fried encouraged the Commission to allow LAFCo staff and the Chair to draft a similar letter prior to the next LAFCo meeting, in order to have the letter submitted before the legislative process is over.
Michael Hyams, Interim CleanPowerSF Director (SFPUC), provided additional information and answered questions raised throughout the discussion.
Vice Chair Crews directed LAFCo staff to draft a letter opposing AB 1110 unless amendments are made.  The Commission shared in this directive.
D. 2014-2015 Civil Grand Jury Report, entitled “CleanPowerSF At Long Last”

Jason Fried, Executive Officer (LAFCo), provided an overview of the Report and suggested LAFCo may want to provide comments to the Civil Grand Jury for consideration.
Chair Avalos directed LAFCo staff to begin drafting a response to the Civil Grand Jury.  The Commission shared in this directive.
Public Comment:  Eric Brooks (SF Green Party/Our City); provided his concerns regarding AB 1110 and shared the activities of the advocates to oppose the bill.
Action:  Directed Staff to Act
4. Amendment to the Legal Services Agreement with Miller & Owen until the merger with Renne Sloan Holtzman Sakai LLP is completed
Jason Fried, Executive Officer (LAFCo), reported that the Commission approved an Amendment to the Legal Services Agreement, but the merger has not occurred and another Amendment needs to be approved in order to cover the intermediate period.  

Chair Avalos informed the Commission that he sent a letter, within his power as Chair, to the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors directing her office to continue paying the legal services invoices received until this Amendment is approved.
Public Comment:  None.
Vice Chair Crews, seconded by Mar, moved to provide concurrence that the letter Chair Avalos submitted to the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors is in line with the Commission’s intent, and moved to approve the Amendment to the Legal Services Agreement.  The motion carried by the following vote:

Jason Fried, Executive Officer (LAFCo), reported that he provided a final version of the Study to the Commissioners and Supervisor Katy Tang.  Officer Fried requested the Commission accept the Study and suggested next steps once the Budget and Legislative Analyst finishes their report on subject matter.  
Public Comment:  Jean Glennon; thanked the Commission and staff for their pursuit on this matter and requested continued interest of the matter.  Eric Brooks (SF Green Party/Our City); thanked the Commission and staff for their interest and work on this subject matter and provided his suggestions on next steps.
Vice Chair Crews, seconded by Commissioner Mar, moved to accept the Study on the Implementation and Opportunities for Undergrounding Wires and Expansion of Fiber Networks in San Francisco and directed staff to release the Study.  The motion carried by the following vote:

Public Comment:  Brent Turner; thanked Officer Fried and Angela Lee, Research Intern, for their work, provided suggestions on future actions, and expressed his concerns on open source voting.

A. Status update on previous items mentioned as possible future agenda items
Jason Fried, Executive Officer (LAFCo), reported on two items that were previously before the Commission, which they may want to take up again: 
· The creation of a Municipal Bank or public banking system in San Francisco

· Commission appointment process
Vice Chair Crews expressed her interest in researching delivery service impacts on transportation and congestion.  The Commissioners discussed their interest in researching the various subjects and topics brought up.  A study into the voting procedures, ballot locations, and how to maximize voting by mail was determined to be of interest and the Commission directed Officer Fried to begin looking into it and see what other related studies have been done.  
Public Comment:  Eric Brooks (SF Green Party/Our City); shared his concerns regarding voting; suggested the Commission focus on the local buildout of the CleanPowerSF Program and hold a hearing at the San Francisco Board of Supervisors or at a future LAFCo meeting; and provided concerns on the Municipal Bank subject.  Brent Turner; shared his concerns regarding the voting subject and provided his suggestions.
