WHEREAS BAYCAT’s model of Education, Empowerment, and Employment is successful way of affecting the dismal economic climate which has seen the highest youth unemployment (ages 16-24) since World War II, and
WHEREAS providing a safe, healthy, technologically up to date, space is a rarity in the neighborhood which it serves, and often can be considered by many of its students as a second home, and
WHEREAS having a healthy creative output provides youth with an alternative to street gangs, drugs, and other unhealthy life decisions, and
WHEREAS the digital media arts (Filmmaking, Graphic Design, Web Design, Animation, et al) are a growing  field  of lucrative professions that often requires expensive training at the college level, and BAYCAT is providing those same skills for free at the middle/high school level, and

WHEREAS BAYCAT hires the youth to work in a professional setting whether it is for large corporations, small local business, professional films, local government, or social campaigns, and,
