RESOLUTION URGING THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS AND THE RECREATION AND PARKS DEPARTMENT TO SUPPORT THE DEVELOPMENT OF A LOCAL BMX PARK IN SAN FRANCISCO FOR ALL AGES AND SKILL LEVELS

WHERAS, If skateboarders, inline skaters and BMX riders had the opportunity they would happily spend many hours a day practicing their sport; and, 

WHEREAS, 1 out of every 5 American children is overweight and 1 out of every 8 American kids suffer from obesity; and,

WHEREAS, Obesity and physical inactivity account for $100 billion in the U.S. in health care expenditures each year; and, 

WHEREAS, BMX is known to be a great form of physical activity; and,

WHEREAS, participation in sports and extracurricular activities helps youth stay free of gang violence, and drugs while boosting self –image, and a healthy social life; and,

WHEREAS, BMX is a popular phenomenon sweeping the globe and should be protected here in California, where the movement began; now, therefore, be it 
RESOLved, That The San Francisco Youth Commission urges the Board of Supervisors and the Recreation and Parks Department to support the development of a local BMX park in San Francisco for all ages and skill levels.
