[Cleaning up the Tenderlon District.]

RESOLUTION URGING THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS TO SUPPORT THE CHILDREN, YOUTH AND FAMILIES OF THE TENDERLOIN DISTRICT, IN CLEANING UP THEIR COMMUNITY. 

WHEREAS, The Tenderloin district is in the position of being close to downtown but still a residential area where children are raised, and 

Whereas, many tax paying, hardworking residents of San Francisco can only afford the rent in the Tenderloin area, and

WHEREAS, many rent controlled buildings, hotels, and studios are located in the Tenderloin district, which are affordable in comparison to other areas of San Francisco, and

WHEREAS, the Tenderloin is close to three big tourist attractions, City Hall, United Nations Plaza, and the Downtown shopping area (San Francisco Shopping Center, Cable Car turn around, etc.), and

WHEREAS,  the city of San Francisco should keep up it’s reputation of being one of the most beautiful cities in the world, and

WHEREAS, we depend partly on tourism and a cleaner environment, will boost tourism and furthermore boost the economy in San Francisco, and

WHEREAS, children living in the Tenderloin should not be exposed to drug needles do to poor supervision of their parks, for example: Bodeckard park, and 

WHEREAS,  the walls of Bodeckard Park should be built up with bricks on each side to stop the homeless from sitting on them, and

WHEREAS, the front office entrance to Bodeckard park should be open and continue to be staffed with Recreation and Parks staff that can more effectively supervise the activities in the park, and 

WHEREAS,  the pay toilet located right in front of Boderkard park should be removed to stop it from being used for drug activity, and

WHEREAS, a police station is located right in the heart of all the drug activity of the Tenderloin, and

WHEREAS,  the police should enforce loitering and laws around drinking in public more effectively in the Tenderloin, and 

 
WHEREAS, drug activity such as drug sells and use on the street should be more effectively enforced by the police in the Tenderloin, and   

WHEREAS,  hotels in the Tenderloin should be closely supervised by their staff and police for drug activity and prostitution or be subject to the loss of their business license, and

WHEREAS,  alleyways in the Tenderloin should be closely patrolled by the police for drug activity and prostitution, and

WHEREAS,  street cleaning should occur twice the amount of time it normally occurs in other neighborhoods of San Francisco in the Tenderloin, and 

WHEREAS, this is an under represented community that needs not only the support of community based organizations but city departments and city officials, and 

WHEREAS,  the Mayor and Board of Supervisors spoke in support of prioritizing the interest of children and youth in San Francisco for example: safe places to have fun, at Coleman Advocates Citywide Rally for Children and Youth, and

WHEREAS,  it the right of the Children, Youth and Families in the Tenderloin district to have a safe, clean community, and

WHEREAS,  Pastor Roger Huang has been on hunger strike to show his genuine concern for the Tenderloin community, therefore be it 

RESOLVED, that Board of Supervisors supports the children, youth and families of the Tenderloin District, in cleaning up their community, and be it even

FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board of Supervisors and Mayor show the Tenderloin community, including Pastor Roger Huang who has been on hunger strike that they value them by making these changes as soon as possible.
