[Opposing the Signs and Handbills Ordinance.]

RESOLUTION URGING THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS TO OPPOSE THE SIGNS AND HANDBILLS ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, The current proposal aims to ban “any card, decal, sticker, flier, decoration, poster, campaign sign, poster or any object containing or bearing writing, drawing, painting, figures, designs or symbols [from being] affixed, posted or fastened in any manner to any property that is permanently attached to the public right-of-way”; and,
WHEREAS, While benefiting the aesthetics of the surrounding areas, such an ordinance would harm those with limited funds, such as, youth, Community events who rely on signs to gather attention, as well as Political campaigns and grassroots organizations who use signs to spread awareness to their cause; and,

WHEREAS, This ordinance would inhibit the free speech of those with limited funds, preserving the ability to communicate with the public at large for those who can afford commercial advertising; now, therefore be it

RESOLVED, That the San Francisco Youth Commission urges the Board of Supervisors to oppose the Signs and Handbills Ordinance.
