 William Tyner and Jason Lee asked commissioner a series of questions regarding their 
experience as young people navigating MUNI as they travel around the city, namely how 
commissioners interact with transportation navigation applications. Commissioners 
shared their personal experiences navigating MUNI and other transportation options.
